Pools

This year, the Senior Certificate grade has received a record number of entries.  Following the results of last year’s survey, the Senior Certificate Grade has been organized into two pools: “Northern/Valley” and “Wellington”. 
Because of the number of teams and to facilitate adjudicator availability, rounds have had to be staggered.  You will therefore note from the attached draw that rounds for the Northern/Valley pool have been scheduled one week ahead of the rounds for the Wellington pool.

Debating Dates

Your college debating convenor will have received a list of dates for the debates. For ease of reference this is also attached and also available at www.wsu.co.nz.  
In the event that it is difficult for your team to debate on the designated date, you will need to liaise with the coach of the opposing team at least seven days prior to the debate to try and find another day to complete the debate.  Alternative debate dates must occur in the same week as the designated date.  If this proves impossible, then the team which was originally unable to debate on the designated date must default. 
Note: Because there is only one set of topics for Impromptu and Limited Preparation Rounds (Rounds 3 and 4), these rounds must be completed on their designated dates.  If you cannot complete these rounds on these dates then you must default.
Hosting a Debate

The school affirming the debate will be the host.  It shall be the responsibility of the host school to: 
· set up the room, 

· provide a person to chair the debate 

· provide a bell and stopwatch (or suitable alternatives) for the chair/timekeeper 

· provide two copies of the adjudication sheet (these can be downloaded from www.wsu.co.nz)

· organize an adjudicator

In the case of the Impromptu Round (Round 3) where the affirmative team is not determined until the day, one school per debate will be designated in the draw as host. The host school will be responsible for organizing extra preparation rooms.
